Agenda for 2002 Rules Meeting

1) Optional Pool Format:
i. Keep the Same

ii. Team with highest score in Week 17 wins pot.

iii. Breakdown weeks 15, 16, 17 and pay 30%, 30%, 40% respectively to the winners.

2) TE Carryover Price:  Lower the yearly contract price for TEs to $3 per year.

3) Ties for Free Agent Bids:  If 2 teams tie on a bid, the player would no longer go to the team with the worst record, but would be given based on a revolving schedule based on week.  (See Attached Table)

4) Defensive Fumbles:  Ratify decision from last year on what is considered a defensive fumble recovery, etc.

5) Limit Dropping of Quality Players Late in Season:  Dropping stud players late in the season to rebuild your team for next year.  We had a situation where there could have been a big influx of talent put into the free agent pool for the last 2 weeks of the season and playoff.  We need to discuss possible options to make sure that this does not happen.

6) Trade Deadline:  Need to review the trade deadline and see if it did what we wanted it to last year.  This also is relevant to agenda item #5.

7) Change Defense Scoring:  Reinstating defensive/special teams TD (maybe 3 pts/TD)
8) Change Scoring:  Add bonus points for long TD scores
       (i.e., 2 pts for TD rushes, passes, receptions over 40 yds)
9) Change TE Scoring:  Make the TE position same as WR (1pt for 20 yds)
10) Lineup options:
a. Standard (2 RBs, 2 WRs)
b. Run-and-shoot (1 RB, 3 WRs)
c. Not Legal:  3 RBs and 1 WR
